Payment of such accounts does NOT constitute any admission of liability for the accident.  This account is rendered under section 158 of the Road Traffic Act 1988: the fees and mileage payments are set by Parliament  at £21.80 per person, plus 37p per mile of travel for any return journey exceeding two miles to any accident.  Non-payment of such accounts can be pursued through the usual channels, so please pay it within thirty days.
